Councilmember Edgar stated that he would submit to staff inclusions for the Scope of 
Services for the Community Animal Resource Education Society (CARES) audit.  
Follow-up 
Staff will provide the RCW for Mayor-Council form of government; write a letter for 
Council’s review to King County Library System (KCLS) regarding public involvement in the 
Boulevard Park library location and the need to move forward on the project as soon as 
possible; add a discussion of scoping for the Economic Development Strategic Plan to an 
upcoming meeting agenda; confirm the date of the Comprehensive Plan public hearing; 
schedule ribbon cutting for 1st Avenue South, Phase 1 part II; clarify how an interlocal 
agreement works in regards to annexation with the county or with the fire district in the 
affected area without the vote of the people; clarify the annexation sales tax credit 
requiring two cities to designate the area as Potential Annexation Area (PAA); create a 
policy that annexation of any area outside of our corporate boundary be subject to an 
advisory vote by the citizens; provide the number of Business and Occupational tax payers 
in the different tax levels and the amount of taxes that where paid; add support of 3 
Councilmembers to agree for council requests for staff action to the Council policies 
matrix; place discussion of a Community Center, electronic devices being turned off at 
meetings and forming a budget committee on the Council Retreat agenda.
