CoNTEXT: The Burien Comprehensive Plan (1997) contains goals and policies intended to fulfill the Burien
- Vision to be a community that (1) integrates vehicles, pedestrians, bicycles, and transit and (2) has
_ natural open spaces, parks, paths, and trails. The Comprehensive Plan specifically calls for a plan that

addresses the development of an integrated long-range plan for pedestrian, bicycle, and recreation trails:
the Burien Pedestrian and Bicycle Facilities Plan. -

PROCESS OVERVIEW: The community planning process began in January 2003 and is scheduled for
- completion in May 2004. A steering group of representatives from different neighborhoods and
community groups was created to assist with the process. Additional public input includes two rounds of

community meetings {five meetings each round in May and September 2003) and two community-wide
meetings (December 2003 and March 2004).

ComMUNITY WiDe MEETING #1 (OPEN HOUSE): The third phase of community input is complete. Over 50
people attended this meeting, which was held on.December 4, 2003 at Seahurst Elementary School.
Four identical stations, each with a map of proposed projects, were set up and attendees were invited to
_ _\nsn a station, review the map, and write comments on the provided flip chart. After sufficient time to

- review the map, all attendees gathered and were asked to express their comments orally to the entire

. group. Comments were recorded. Public input was also gathered through comment forms distributed at
. the"‘meeting

' '.OVERVIEW OF FINDINGS FROM COMMUNITY WIDE MEETING #1 The mput for this phase was highly positive.
. Thie majority of attendees supported the plan, and their comments reflected this approval. During the oral

- .commentary period, at least 90% of those present generally supported the Draft Plan. Additional ideas
“included routes that should be added to the plan (primarily to correct saféty concerns) and trail

S ~|mplementat|on Few ideas at this meeting were expressed by more than one attendee.

Examples of comments that reflected plan approval mcluded
- Thanks for all your hard work! The plans are impressive!

- You've incorporated one of my ideas. Thank you. My work here is done,
- Burien Loop trail is a grand idea!

- llike links to Seahurst Park.

Examples of implementation comments included:
. - Nowidening on SW 149™ Street ~ it has already been widened. Just stripe what's there. We
like our “village atmosphere.”
- Leave parking on south side of SW 152™ Street.

- On SW 172nd Street and Maplewild Avenue SW, use signs telling drivers to yield right of way
to bikers and pedestrians.

Examples of comments concerning missing links and trails included:

- 28th Avenue SW needs pedestrian improvements (south of SW 1 16“‘ Street).

- Make sure all the bike lanes connect when different roads are only 1-3 blocks away from’
each other. )

- It would be nice to have more marked crosswalks along both SW 146th Street and SW 148™
Street at 7th Avenue SW, 8th Avenue SW, and 8th Avenue SW.

- Connect proposed Des Moines Memorial Dnve trail along S 148" Street through
Mathison/Carver park property to SW 146" Street/4™ Ave SW and community center.

- We need a link from SW 152nd Street to north end of “Indian Trail” (wide shoulder). -

- Provide safe walk/bike route on SW 172™ Street.

Ambaum Blvd. SW, SW 144" Street, SW 149" Street -
1. SW 149" Street: marked as bike/ped.

2. Need to provide for people in wheelchairs on SW 144" Street (Ambaum Blvd.
SW - Seahurst Elementary School).

3, Ambaum Blvd. SW/ SW 156 Street connection-is a difficult curve.

Maplewild Ave. SW, SW 170" Street, SW 172" Street _

Maplewild Ave. SW.is an asset to be shared.
Maplewild Ave. SW (SW 152™ Street — SW 172™ Street) needs to be addressed.

It would be nice to have more marked crosswalks along both SW 146th Street and SW

148th Street at 7th Ave. SW, 8th Ave. SW, and 9th Ave. SW. | thought the proposed
plan looked good.

Connect Des Moines Memorial Drive trail along S 148" Street through Mathison/Carver
park property to S 146"/4"™ Ave SW trailicommunity center.

Use Ambaum Bivd. SW as a bike/ped route from 1% Ave S/S 160" Street to 4™ Ave

- SW/Downtown merge to 4™ Ave SW at SW 155" Street.

‘Define bike routes through downtown from north/south and east/west.

Map ID #34: This park entrance was adamantly opposed in the Seahurst {Park] Master
Plan as was Map ID #37 that connected Seahurst Village with 13" Ave SW. The
residents in Seahurst sent a petition to the city to remove these entrances and won
approval by the City Council. To change it now would be a major mistake. The
Seahurst residents would only approve a circle trail in the lower flat portion.. They don’t

want any trails in the park close to existing residences.

Map 1D #22: 21% Ave. SW -3 and 7; SW 170" Street - only type 3

‘Map ID #25: No tree removal; no widening, just stripe what's there.

| like the Lake Burien path idea. A lot of people walk around the lake — presently, it is
unsafe in sections; cars go too fast. | like the #6, #7 options, not #3.

i like the idea of a bike path and sidewalk on 19" Ave. SW. Again, presently very unsafe
— children walking to and from Gregory Heights.

There needs to be a good North-South bike route from 5 corners to the north city limits.
Ambaum Blvd. SW and 1* Ave. S are too busy. 4™ Ave. SW gets too narrow if you ride
in the street and there are too many curb ramps if you ride on the sidewalk. The other

point would be to align this route with Seattle, Des Moines, and Normandy Park's bike
routes.

SW 172™ Street needs attention concerning safety of pedestrians and bicyclists using
area. Encroachment has heightened hazards to walkers and cyclists.

Re: “Turtles” comment — Traffic circles were tried just a few years ago on SW 149
Street. They were removed hecause they were not workable. (It's impossible to get a
boat trailer around them.) There may be other ways to narrow and slow traffic but
roundabouts are not good. Try to avoid widening that would remove trees and shrubs.

PROCESS OVERVIEW: The community planning process began in January 2003 and is scheduled for
completion in June 2004. A steering group of 17 representatives from different neighborhoods and
community groups was created to assist with the process. Additional public input included two rounds of

community meetings (five meetings each round in May and September 2003) and two community-wide
meetings (December 2003 and March 2004),

COMMUNITY WiDE MEETING #2: The final phase of community input (as part of the planning process) is
complete. Over 60 people attended this meeting, which was held on March 18, 2004, A PowerPoint
‘presentation was presented to the meeting attendees to explain background on the planning process and
to present the final draft plan. There was a question and answer period following the presentation,

Comments during this period were recorded on a flip chart. Meeting participants were also asked to fill
out a simple questionnaire. .

OVERVIEW OF FINDINGS FROM COMMUNITY WIDE MEETING #2: Approximately half the participants at this
meeting were attending a Pedestrian and Bicycle Facilities Plan public meeting for the very first time,
Based on the questionnaire (25 people turned in the questionnaire); 56% approved of the plan-as it is
represented in the final draft plan; 24% said they would approve of the plan if minor changes were made;
8% said they could neither approve or disapprove of the final draft plan; and 12% said they disapproved

of the final draft plan. The majonty of comments expressed at the meeting related to concerns about
improvements on SW 152™ Street (west of 10™ Avenue SW).

Examples of positive comments from the meeting included:

- The plan covers a lot of the community's concems.

- lfeellike | was heard and informed.

-l can'tthink of any changes at this time. Thank you for doing a wonderful job of kick starting this
project and keeping us notified.

- Thisis great'" Great effort to involve the community.

Examples of comments concerning SW 152™ included:

- SW 152™ (Ambaum going west) is already a good bike route. Spend money on what really
needs improvements.

- South side of SW 152 is not safe for pedestrians.
- Speed on SW 152 is too fast.

- Change SW 152™ to SW 149™. SW 152™ is too busy for bicycles.

Examples of comments concerning pedestrian facilities included:

- Put the safety of children, pedestrians, and elderly before b|kes on SW 144" (Ambaum SW -
Seahurst Elementary).

- Pedestrian lights do not turn on unless you push the signal. Should turn on automaticaily.

Examples of comments concerning trail access included:

- Trailinto Seahurst Park near Senior Center, ensure trails remain open after future developments.
- 1believe that the project #34 (southwest Seahurst Park entrance) wilt get much negative input
~ from an overwhelming number of residents — remove this project please.

disapprove. What Mr. Long held up is much larger that what the public is being.

3 out of 25 people {(12%) did not approve of the plan.

The following comments were made by those who disapproved of the final draft plan:

1 cannot approve the overall plan. it is too general to vote with this presentation
tonight. The concept is good but with many concerns from those in attendance
there seems to be too many details to be addressed before a definitive vote can

be taken. | do not approve the entry to trails in Seahurst Park from SW 146™
Street. '

I do not approve of the proposed Burien Pedestrian and Bicycle Facilities plan.
The larger sidewalks are a need on SW 152nd St and one bike lane. The
planning of this project and the others covered by this meeting looks to be well
thought thru with the exception of SW 152™. There is already a problem-with
parking on SW 152™ St. You also have to consider bus stops, fire hydrants,
driveways, and mail boxes. We live at 1210 SW 152™ St. Our next door
neighbor has no parking in front because of a bus stop. There is a requirement

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that states that 15 feet must be open from the front edge of boxes and the same
is true of the other end of the row of boxes. if anyone has a party (with the
proposal) there will really be no place {o park. There exists some strained
relations between people on the lake and those across the street because of
limited parking at present. People would have to find some type of transportation
to reach someone on SW 152™, such as parking in Burien and bus in to their
destination. Residents on the Lake Burien side will lose some of their trees
which may be part of public domain. PLEASE MAKE SOME ADJUSTMENTS
SO THAT PARKING CAN REMAIN ON THE SOUTH SIDE OF 152'°. |

BELIEVE THIS IS THE BIG ISSUE WITH RESIDENTS OF BOTH SIDES OF
THE STREET.

a.. Around Senior Center (SW 136" St. and Ambaum Bivd. SW) new
apartments are planned to be built. City needs to be sure the access trail
to Seahurst Park remains open.

b. There needs to be improved pet control laws. Some people don't keep
their dogs fenced in; other people don't leash their pets. { am harassed 3
times a month by dogs and am bitten once every two years.

c. Let's not have ancther 4™ Ave SW. The plants are a waste of water and
time. The trees are being destroyed by kids in cars. The road is a little
narrow; no place to pull off road. Now everyone has to wait behind buses
at every stop so it takes a long time to get where you need to go. The
drains are at high spots so after rains, there is 2 to 3 inches of water that
you have to walk through to cross streets in some places. No street
parkmg was left for residents. We got wide sidewalks but everything else
is worse. On 4™ Avenue SW and 152™ Street, the entrance to streets

and driveways to stores are so short, you can't get- around the comer
without going over the curb.

_ The final section of the questionnaire asked people whether they would like to
help with the realization of the plan. 10 people responded that they would. -

- 4 were interested in assisting with plan implementation,
